A true destroyer of attacks, Liam was prepared to launch 

into the bowlers from the very first ball of the innings. His 

791 runs @ 79.1 was the third-highest season tally of all 

time at Moonee Valley. Liam has a great eye and backs his 

judgment. Had four not-outs, including his three 

consecutive centuries, so there were still more runs in him. 

Sam Carbone 

The unflappable Sam was happy to bat anywhere, but 

made his mark this season as an opener – including his 

patient 103 against Bentleigh for our Christmas party 

entertainment. A right-hand bat who performs well under 

pressure, Sam doesn’t miss out on a loose ball and is 

strong square of the wicket. 686 runs @ 34.3 is a top 

season, and won him the Mercantile batting award. 

Samuel Fontana 

Came to Moonee Valley this season to play one-dayers and 

enjoy cricket with his mates – but the opposition didn’t 

enjoy it as much. Samuel smashed 334 runs @ 55.67 and 

was ultra-consistent, with four half-centuries. Not the 

worst with the ball – 14 wickets @ 28. Ideal at No. 3 in this 

Team of the Year, able to consolidate or attack depending 

on the state of the match. 

Chanaka Silva 

A consistent season with bat and ball earned Chanaka a 

spot in the VTCA North A Team of the Year. Made 378 

runs @ 27 and took 29 wickets @ 12.93 as a leftie off-

spinner. Holds down one of the two spinner’s spots in this 

team. Hits the biggest six going around, and his accurate 

spin can tie down an end or rip one through the defence. 

Mick Bannister 

Mick finally started to believe in his ability, and the results 

flowed. Was a rock that the Fourths could build around, 

and rewarded for his efforts with promotion to the 

Seconds. Scored 655 runs @ 31.19. Consistent with five 

half-centuries, including a 76 in the Seconds. Gives 

middle-order stability to this team. 

Dean Jukic 

A rock at No. 6. Bats and bowls, but better than an all-

rounder in either discipline. Deano scored 441 runs @ 

27.56 and took 31 wickets @ 14.45. A careful right hand 

bat who loves to be fed on his legs, and a deceiving right 

arm slow outswinger who ties up an end and invites 

batsmen to give him their wicket – which they do. 

 

 

Shane McDonald 

Shane floated anywhere in the order in the Fourths, from 

opener to No. 11, but fits in to this team as the crafty 

skipper at No. 7. Scored 446 runs @ 34.31. A right-hand 

bat who plays himself in, Shane gives real grunt to the 

middle order of his Team of the Year. 

Jesse Felle 

A potential match-winner with both ball and bat – Jesse is 

a genuine opening bowler in this team with his club-high 

35 wickets @ 12.69. He’s no batting slouch, with 542 runs 

@ 31.88. Won his comp’s best and fairest and picked in 

Mercantile’s Team of the Year across all grades – not bad 

considering our Thirds are their sixth grade. This is 

Jesse’s fifth selection in our Team of the Year. 

Jim Polonidis 

This is what we said last season – “an ageless veteran who 

remains a top-notch fast bowler”. Even surpassed last 

season’s effort, with 30 wickets @ an incredible average of 

just 7.5 in the Seconds. The ultimate Moonee Valley 

clubman, Jim bleeds black and white.  Accurate and sharp, 

he’s always at you with his bowling. 

Chris Pollock 

Weight of numbers – 30 wickets in the hardest gig in town 

– opening the bowling in the Firsts, and with a healthy 

average of just 14.2. Cranked up some serious pace in his 

opening spells. Chris was selected in the VTCA North A 

Team of the Year. Relishes responsibility, captained our 

VTCA T20 team and vice-captain in this Team of the Year. 

Sunny Singh 

He’s on to you a lot quicker than you expect with his 

slinging, whippy right-arm action. Quite sharp and always 

at the stumps, Sunny was rewarded with 32 wickets @ 

11.09, playing across the Thirds, Fourths and Fifths. A 

real competitor, he adds a new dimension to the bowling 

attack in this Team of the Year. 

12
th

 man: Geoff Smith 

Big Geoff’s lion-hearted efforts played a key role in 

keeping the Fifths in contention for a finals berth through 

to the last game. A Firsts opening bowler in years past, he 

snared 23 wickets @ 15.57. Has added batting to his 

repertoire, with 236 runs @ 26.22. Slaughtered Greenvale 

in one game with 6/33 and 95. Unlucky not to force his 

way into this Eleven. 

Our Team of the Year is selected from across all grades, in 

batting order. It’s highly subjective as it’s near-impossible to 

make a decision based on pure ability when assessing 

relative performances against the standard of the grade our 

players are in. So we’ve used the criteria of team balance, 

player performances and dominance relative to their grade, 

consistency and performance over the year and selected a 

team based on merit and 2016/17 results. We also considered 

stats from the 2016 Winter Comp and our January Barooga 

tournament, but did not give them the same weighting as our 

regular season. Many players were considered and can feel 

unlucky to miss out – but our team would give anyone a run 

for their money! 
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Anthony Cafari 
His season’s first outing, in the Thirds, netted 
75 runs. Caf was promoted straight away to 
the Firsts and never looked back. Made the 
No. 4 spot his own, and finished the year as 
probably our most consistent and best bat. 
He did everything he could to get us over the 
line in the Semi Final with a patient 56. A 
right-hand bat with a great technique and all 
the shots, Anthony stands up time and again 
in pressure situations. A key graduate from 
our junior production line, we still haven’t 
seen enough of his sharp right arm bowling, 
where Caf can swing it both ways at pace. 
We can build a team of the future around 
teenagers like Anthony – but won’t have to 
wait for him to arrive. He’s here already. 

Jesse Felle 
Jesse’s season saw Moonee Valley’s first-ever 
double hat-trick. He took a while to warm up his 
bowling after a shoulder dislocation, but still 
finished with 35 wickets @ 12.69. Polished up 
his batting while waiting for his shoulder, and 
netted 542 runs @ 31.88, including his highest-
ever score of 96 in his 150

th
 game. For a long 

time Jesse was happy to be a big fish in a 
small pond in the lower grades, but in the last 
three seasons moved up to turf and showed he 
could also dominate in the higher ranks. His 
season was rewarded by Mercantile’s best 
player award in C North, and selection in the 
MCA Team of the Year – a great effort playing 
in their sixth grade. 

Chris Pollock 
Shouldered the burden of the hardest job in cricket – 
opening the bowling in the Firsts. Polly did it in style, 
too – with 30 wickets @ 14.2, and selection in the 
VTCA’s North A Team of the Year is his reward for a 
sterling season. In his second season at Moonee 
Valley, Chris was a major factor in the First Eleven 
finishing the year on top of the ladder. An arm injury 
threatened his season, but thankfully the Christmas 
break came at the right time and Chris only missed 
the one match. Chris also stepped up to captain our 
VTCA Twenty20 team. A right arm quick, Chris wasn’t 
afraid to bend his back, and some of his opening 
spells really had the opposition bats jumping. 

Jim Polonidis 
We thought Jim’s 21 wickets @ a 
phenomenal 10.71 was good enough to get 
him into our 2015/16 Team of the Year, but 
his 2016/17 was even better – 30 wickets @ 
7.5. Jim destroyed Jacana with 11 wickets for 
the match in the final round, and Jim and the 
Seconds were just one more wicket away 
from an outright and a place in the finals. 
Jim’s a pinpoint-accurate bowler, and his 
fast, skiddy deliveries are extremely hard to 
face on turf. His action is deceiving, and he 
comes on to batsmen quicker than they 
expect. Jim’s a consummate professional, 
and still accumulated more than 200 runs 
batting at the bottom of the order. 

Liam Shaw 
An incredible year with the bat for third on our 
all-time list of most runs in a season – and Liam 
would surely have moved to the top of the tree 
had he not been given out off a bump ball in the 
Sixths Grand Final. He was on 71 at the time, 
and surely would have added the extra 15 to his 
season’s tally of 791 to seize the Club record. 
Liam was the first player in our history to hit 
three consecutive centuries - and all were not-
out to give him an incredible 333 runs for no 
loss. And he book-ended his three tons with two 
scores of 87 – so that’s 507 runs in five knocks. 
Liam’s also a classy keeper, and shared the 
glovework so he could also have a bowl – for 
eight wickets. A true all-rounder.

SEASON REVIEW 2016/17 
Tantalising is the best way to describe the 2016/17 season. The Firsts finished clear on top of the VTCA North A1 ladder, the Thirds, 
Fourths and Sixths made Grand Finals and the Seconds missed the finals by just one wicket in the last game. 
  
So near, yet so far. The Firsts lost the Semi Final, and the three Grand Final teams came up short. No silverware. So close you could 
touch it, but we couldn’t grasp the moment.

Player number analysis 

In the 2016/17 summer season, 108 players took to the field in a Moonee Valley senior team – down by two on the previous season. This is also down by 37 on 
the 2013/14 and 2014/15 seasons, and less than half of the 222 players in our big year of 2008/09. 
  
Until the last couple of seasons, our numbers had been fairly stable - 145 players in each of the 2014/15 and 2013/14 seasons, 147 in 2012/13 and 148 in 
2011/12. These years are down on the 176 players in 2010/11 and the 206 players in 2009/10. Of our 108 players this season, just 22 were debutants – the 
lowest number of recruits for many years. Last season we had 24 newbies who played their first senior game for Moonee Valley – well down on the 42 
debutants the previous season, down on the 26 who made their senior debut in 2013/14, and well down on the 38 debutants in 2012/13.

Our six teams took to the field in a combined total of 96 matches over the summer season, after factoring out walkovers and washouts. We lost less cricket to weather in 
2016/17 than in previous seasons, and after the 2015/16 season was also kinder to us weather-wise. Our total games compares to 75 matches in the 2015/16 season, but we 
also need to take into account the fact that the Thirds moved from a two-day grade to a one-day grade. 
  
We have been successful over the years in recruiting mums and dads of juniors to pull on the whites for Moonee Valley, and in 2016/17 we had 11 parents of juniors, or 
players who came through juniors, play for us. That was down on the 16 parents who played in 2015/16, the 18 in 2014/15, the 26 parents in 2013/14, the 19 in 2012/13, and 
the 23 who played in 2011/12. 
  
Our nine juniors playing senior cricket is a far cry from 2009/10, when we were flush with junior teams and 36 young men and women from junior grades pulled on the senior 
whites. 
  
In our 2016 season in the Mid Year Cricket Association – when for the first time we fielded two teams, we had 45 players pull on our Valley whites. This compares to 20 
across our 10 games in 2015, the 24 players in 2014 and the 29 used in our inaugural year in 2013.

They won nine games – including a highly-unusual outright in a one-day game, lost eight matches and beat a top-of-the-table team in the last round to 
take fourth spot on the ladder. Mercantile trialled a three-round finals series in our grade: First v Second, Third v Fourth in the first week, with the top 
loser getting a double chance. We won our first two finals before going down in the Grand Final, in what had been a very satisfying season without quite 
getting the job done. 
  
We took the field in 18 matches plus three finals, and five players participated in 14 or more of them. We used 38 players over the season. 
  
Shane McDonald took on the role of Fourths captain, with a brief to get some skills and experience into a core of Colts players. We had some up-and-
down results, as you’d expect with some young, developing players, but a generally consistent season got us to second spot on the ladder and a place 
in the D Sunday one-day Grand Final. We fielded 34 players over the course of the season, with a core of five – Shane McDonald, Kevin Gardiner, Mick 
Bannister, James Harris and Corey Brock – playing 16 or more games, and four juniors playing 10 or more. We couldn’t get over the line in the Grand 
Final, but the work with the juniors has us well-placed for future success. 
  
So much for ultimate success being the determinant of promotion and relegation in cricket. For the third season in a row, Danny Terzini’s Fifths were

Fourth place in 2015/16 resulted in a promotion to the Muir Shield in 2016/17. That followed on from a promotion in 2014/15 after missing the finals. 
  
The fifth-highest grade in the NWMCA was possibly a bridge too far, but the Fifths gave it their best shot and were in equal fourth spot with two rounds to go. We lost the last two games 
and finished sixth. We used 42 players – a massive list turnover, with just skipper Danny and Pat Taylor playing all 13 games, and 18 players with just one match to their name. 
  
Our age demographic suggests competing against the young teams in Muir Shield is a tall ask, and a drop back a grade or two is in order. 
  
The Sixths were one of our real success stories, with a group of youngish mates coming together once a week to enjoy each other’s company – and a game of cricket. The team was 
captained by Chris Rebeiro before he returned home to Perth, then passed into the hands of Paddy Shelton, in his third season at the Club. 
  
The vagaries of putting together the sixth team were no hassle to the unflappable Paddy, and he took last-minute poaching in his stride with a seemingly-endless list of stand-bys to draft 
into the team – most of them being more than competent. 
  
The Sixths built their season around commanding batting performances from Liam Shaw and Samuel Fontana – even though Justin Trowell’s six ducks at the top of the order always 
gave the opposition the false hope that they had got the vital breakthrough. We crushed the opposition in the first two finals, but had to settle for runners-up against a steady Airport 
West in the big match. 
  
Our finals campaigns 
Four of our six senior teams made the finals – the Firsts, Thirds, Fourths and the Sixths. The Seconds missed out by a whisker – one more wicket against Jacana would have delivered 
an outright win and a spot in the finals. 
  
The Twos gave themselves every chance with a whirlwind second innings, with Matt Thomas clubbing an imperious 94 runs from just 36 balls. Michael Ozbun’s Seconds had some 
horrible luck during the season, and otherwise would have almost certainly been in the finals. We were geared up for an outright win in our season’s first encounter with Jacana, but had 
to settle with first innings points when we turned up on Day 2 to find the pitch unprepared and saturated – even though the outfield was bone-dry. We were also denied the chance of 
maximum points when a Council bungle meant the sprinklers were running all night before Day 1 of our match against Sunshine YCW and play was abandoned. 
  
Ed Rayner’s Thirds had a mixed bag of results during the course of the season, and didn’t absolutely lock in a finals spot until the last round, when we knocked Melbourne City off equal 
top spot and grabbed fourth place. The highs during the season included an outright win over Youlden Parkville in Round 15 – a rarity in a one-day game and a result which featured 
Sunny Singh’s hat-trick and 10/11 for the match. A week later Jesse Felle grabbed Moonee Valley’s first-ever double hat-trick to rout top-of-the-table Reds when they looked to be 
cruising to victory. 
  
The Thirds inched through the finals with a narrow victory over Parkville District bankrolled by Clyde D’Cruz’s 71 not out after we slumped to 7/68, then beat Melbourne City nine wickets 
down off the last ball of the day to progress to the Grand Final. We lost by 33 runs in the GF. 
  
Shane McDonald’s Fourths were our Colts side, with a good sprinkling of young stars of the future. We progressed steadily through the season, finishing in second spot with 11 wins. A 
powerful semi-final win over Canterbury was followed by a GF loss to East Malvern Tooronga, in a match marred by racial vilification towards a Moonee Valley player. 
  
Dan Terzini’s Fifths were in the hunt for a good part of the season, but lost their last two games to finish in equal fifth spot. 
  
Chris Rebeiro captained the Sixths early on before returning to Perth and handing over to Paddy Shelton. The team put on a sustained run, with some excellent batting led by Liam 
Shaw and Samuel Fontana. We had two big finals wins before falling short in a home Grand Final at Ormond Park.

We had an excellent run this season with the weather – losing less time to rain almost than we lost to doctored and sprinkler-affected wickets.

Over the top 

Moonee Valley player Sukhdeep “Sunny” Singh was subjected to prolonged taunting in our Mercantile grades throughout the season, even 
though his unusual bowling action was cleared by senior MCA umpires and officials and at their request was scrutinised by senior and 
experienced Valley players. 
 
Interestingly, no questions were raised by umpires or opposition clubs in Sunny’s eight hard-wicket games in the NWMCA. On most 
occasions Sunny had the last laugh, as his season’s return across all grades was 32 wickets @ 11.09. 
  
Sadly, the boorish behaviour by opposition supporters escalated in the finals, with Sunny taunted about his bowling in both Fourths games 
and  culminating in racial vilification against him in the Grand Final. 
  
Moonee Valley was less than impressed with some of the initial official response to this appalling behaviour and insisted it be followed up 
with strong action, before Sunny opted to let it lapse. This type of behaviour will NOT be tolerated by the Moonee Valley Cricket Club, and 
we will be vigilant to protect our players and the spirit of cricket. 
  
New covers 
We took advantage of a VTCA subsidy to purchase whole-of-table new covers in the off-season. While it takes more players to lay the 
covers and take them up, the benefits of keeping rain off the whole table are obvious. In years past we would have lost play to sloppy, 
dangerous bare patches on adjoining strips, but our new covers meant we lost minimal time to weather. Our policy of using two and 
sometimes three sets of hessians on the playing strip also paid dividends, as we protected the playing surface and kept it firm and hard. 
  
Shipping container 
We have overcome a chronic shortage of storage space both during our playing season and over winter by acquiring a 40-foot shipping 
container. The container, under the bushes on the northern end of the east oval, will be used for at least a couple of seasons, when we can 
assess the storage capacity of the new rooms. 
  
Thanks to our Committee 
It is important to put on record the outstanding contributions of our Committee. Simon Thornton is a rock as Vice President, Treasurer Peter 
Golding keeps us all in line with his budgeting skills, and Michael Ozbun was a star in the sponsorship role. 
  
Thanks also to Matt Thomas, Channa DeSilva, Kevin Gardiner and Allan Cumming for helping keep the Club on an even keel, and to Peter 
Pickering and Leigh Holder as junior co-ordinators. Thanks also to President Graeme “Charlie” Walker, in his ninth season leading our club.
