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SEASON REVIEW 2022/23
It might have been 52 years in the making, but the highlight of the 2022/23 year for the Moonee Valley Cricket Club was undoubtedly our half century.

From humble beginnings when what was then the Moonee Ponds Cricket Club took to the field for the first time on October 2, 1971, it’s been quite a
journey to where we are now.

Along the way we’ve won 45 Premierships across all grades and age groups and in 2008/09 were officially recognised as the biggest cricket club in
Victoria, putting 26 men’s, women’s and junior teams on the park.

We had to postpone our Golden Jubilee event for two years because of the ravages of the COVID pandemic, but when we finally got a clear run at it
we turned on an event for the ages at our Ormond Park pavilion, with more than 140 past and present players, partners and supporters. A highlight of
the evening was the announcement of the Team of the 50 Years, and the crowning of one of the co-founders of our great club, Ray Storey, as
Moonee Valley’s first official Legend.

While the previous three years were all significantly impacted by COVID, we are acutely aware that this disease is still with us – this season our
women’s team still had to forfeit two games in a row because players came down with it.

Paul Sevenson 

What a hidden talent! A juniors dad who was happy to bide 

his time helping his boys’ teams, then decided to pull on 

the whites to play seniors with the youngsters. Hit 422 runs 

@ 52.75 at the top of the order, including unbeaten tons in 

the Sixths and Fifths. Stepped up for games in the higher 

grades when requested. He was unflappable at the crease, 

and an ideal opening bat in this Team of the Year. Paul 

was no slouch in the field, featuring in several runouts.  

Luke Brock 

Luke was a surprise pinch hitter at the top of the order in 

the Firsts, particularly in the one-day games. This 

immediately applied pressure and unsettled the opposition, 

allowing our middle order to flourish. His 234 runs @ 19.5 

didn’t really describe Luke’s impact as a big-hitting right 

hander. He’s also the opening bowler in this team, 

building up frightening pace. Took 24 wickets & 13.13 in a 

stellar season. 

Salman Afridi 

Arrived from Pakistan for Round 4 after a visa delay and 

hit 88 first up. By his third game he had passed all other 

batsmen in the Division. A great season with 658 runs @ 

65.8, with a ton and six half-centuries. An international-

class keeper but stood at first slip most games, showing his 

athleticism with some spectacular catches. Salman was 

imperious with the bat, toying with the best bowlers of the 

opposition with his gifted stroke play. 

Sam Younghusband 

Sam has had an instant impact at Moonee Valley, with 

almost 1000 runs in just two seasons. A classy right-hand 

opener, Sam hit a century and three 50s this year to help 

anchor the top order for the Firsts. Sam has an ability to 

move up the gears and was good against all forms of 

bowling. This season he scored 441 runs @ 44.1. 

Suraj Weerasinghe 

In his first stint at Moonee Valley he couldn’t make a run 

to save himself. This time they couldn’t get him out – 376 

runs @ 37.6 as an elegant right-hander. An impressive 

gloveman – which he had to be to keep former Pakistan 

Under 19 national wicketkeeper Salman Afridi at first slip. 

Brayden McGregor 

Didn’t join us until after Christmas but made an immediate 

impact as a left-hander in the middle order. Relished the 

pressure of finals with 76no and 46 retired hurt – an injury 

which cruelled our chances in the grand final. 

 

Jason Walsh 

Has the wisdom of decades of top-level cricket and was 

happy to share it with the captains. A right-hander who 

knows how to move through the gears, scoring a century 

and two 50s on the way to 432 runs @ 48 in the Firsts and 

Seconds. A great strategist on and off the field, the 

unflappable Jason is invaluable to our future. 

Jack Newman 

Continues to grow as a young leader of our club both on 

and off the field, in his fifth season as Firsts captain and 

still just 24yo. Jack’s an important lower order hard-hitter 

with 170 runs @ 42.5, and a key quick with 16 wickets @ 

18.56. And he’s just getting better each year. 

Tara Newman 

A reluctant recruit three seasons ago, then unsure about 

taking the role of captain a year later, Tara has blossomed 

into the leader of an outfit that has won three flags in a 

row. Tara leads from the front – 206 runs @ 103, and a 

quick bowler who has the opposition bats talking nervously 

in the sheds before going out to the middle. Provides lower 

order batting strength in this Team of the Year. 

Dean Jukic 

An evergreen performer with his slow bowling and still 

knows how to swing the bat. No matter whether he’s 

playing turf or hard wicket, Deano adapts to the conditions 

and bamboozles the opposition bats with his in-dippers 

and slow swingers. A further 26 wickets @ 15.77 this 

season – giving him 92 wickets in three seasons. The 

consummate clubman who gives his all every time. 

Steve Hazelwood 

His season in the Firsts in his first year at Moonee Valley 

returned a club-high 28 wickets @ 10.61, opening the 

bowling with his left arm swing. Invariably got an early 

breakthrough, and his accuracy was hard for the 

opposition to handle. Only got to bat three times, but 

showed he could wield the willow when given the chance. 

12th man: Bede Gannon 

Bede didn’t bowl much early in the season due to injury 

and lack of opportunity in the one-dayers, but made up for 

it late to finish with 13 wicket @ 9.85. Lefties are always 

hard to face! Batted well early in the year, with four scores 

in the 20s and 30s. Made a compelling case to make the 11 

in this Team of the Year, but squeezed out for “team 

balance”. 

Our Team of the Year is selected from across all grades, 

in batting order. It’s highly subjective as it’s near-

impossible to make a decision based on pure ability when 

assessing relative performances against the standard of the 

grade our players are in. So we’ve used the criteria of team 

balance, player performances and dominance relative to 

their grade, consistency and performance over the year 

and selected a team based on merit and 2022/23 results, 

and where appropriate taking in our Barooga and winter 

comp tournaments. Many players were considered and 

can feel unlucky to miss out – but our team would give 

anyone a run for their money! 
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Salman Afridi 
Simply a class above any other batsman in 
our Division. Missed the first three games due 
to visa delays but had passed all comers by 
Christmas, both on aggregate and with a 
stratospheric percentage. Hit a century and 
six 50s for a season tally of 658 @ 65.8 in the 
Firsts. Remarkably consistent, with only one 
score under 23 for the whole season. Salman 
was last in Australia in 2012 as wicketkeeper 
for Pakistan in the Under 19 One Day World 
Cup. Moonee Valley already had its first-
choice keeper so Salman stood at first slip 
most games, with some breathtaking diving 
catches and brilliant stops.  

Tara Newman 
In three years Tara has gone from a reluctant 
recruit who only wanted to field, to a triple flag 
winner and dual Premiership captain. She has 
made significant advances in her skill at the 
same time. Tara leads our women’s team by 
example. Her 2022/23 season saw 206 runs in 
the Twenty20 format at an average of 103 – so 
they could only get her out once all season. She 
is one of the quickest bowlers in the comp, and 
you hear the nervous opposition bats in the 
sheds when they’re waiting to go out and face 
her. Tara covers a heap of ground in the field, 
and who can forget her clutch outfield catch off 
the first ball of the opposition innings in the 22/23 
Grand Final to get rid of the big hitting opener 
and set us on the path to victory. 

Paul Sevenson 
A junior dad who decided to pull on the whites 
this season to help guide the young players into 
senior cricket. Proved a revelation with the bat, 
hitting unbeaten centuries in both the Sixths 
and Fifths on the way to 422 runs @ 52.75. 
Was quite prepared to step up to the Seconds 
and Sunday turf when required. Paul was 
unflappable at the crease, building an innings 
and then putting the foot down as required. 
Spent most of the season opening or at No. 3, 
so prepared to face up to the quicker bowlers 
and the hard ball. Paul also showed skill and 
agility in the field, with a couple of direct-hit 
runouts. 

Jason Walsh 
There’s no substitute for experience, and Jason 
has it in spades. Honed his craft over decades in 
the eastern suburbs, and came to Moonee 
Valley in 2021/22 to play with his sons. His 432 
runs this season @ 48 means Jason has scored 
more than 1000 runs in just two seasons. His 
tally this season included a century and two 50s. 
Jason’s astute cricket brain has helped both the 
Firsts and Seconds. A right-hander who knows 
how to move through the gears, Jason also 
demonstrated true grit in the Seconds semi by 
returning to the crease following a trip to hospital 
after copping a nasty blow from a rearing ball. 

Prashant Hirani 
An elegant right hand bat who was a mainstay 
of the Fourths on the way to their second flag in 
three seasons. Scored 424 runs @ 47.11, 
which netted him the Mercantile C Sunday 
batting award. Prashant batted all season at 
No. 4, enabling the innings to be built around 
him each game. Opened the season with a 
blistering 142 against Parkville District, with 18 
fours and 6 sixes. Also hit three 50s for the 
season. It’s sometimes lost that Prashant is no 
slouch with the ball. Everyone lauded Jay 
Patel’s six-wicket haul in the Grand Final victory 
– but don’t forget that Prashant took the other 
four wickets.

And 2022/23 was impacted in a different way – the weather. More particularly, the rain. It poured. And poured. Our First Eleven sat in the sheds for an unprecedented first five 
weeks of the season, while the Seconds missed an extra week while the VTCA scrambled to find enough grounds for the main game s to commence.

Our long-standing curator Ian “Spider” Beel goes back a long way, and even he couldn’t recall a season start like it. We regular ly miss Round 1 of turf due to rain or unprepared 
pitches. Two weeks is not unusual, and Spider could remember a three-week delay some time in the distant past. But five weeks? No way!

After two seasons of one-day games only due to COVID, our 2022/23 fixtures were impacted by the washouts and were rescheduled as one-dayers until after Christmas.

Despite these problems, the cricket still provided us with some highlights. We won two premierships – our Fourths were victorious in the Mercantile C Grade competition, and 
our determination to get women’s cricket back to Moonee Valley in 2020/21 has been more than vindicated when the girls won their third flag on the trot.

Our First Eleven lost just one match all season but pulled up agonisingly short in the Grand Final, while the Seconds were revitalised under the captaincy of Dom Gibaldi and 
made the finals after winning only one match in the previous two seasons.

When the season finally got under way, the VTCA changed the fixture constantly as it tried to come up with a workable formula – splitting gazetted two-day
games into one-day matches, and swapping opponents at a whim.

Our numbers for 2022/23 are down by 55 on two seasons ago.

Our 105 players compares with 2019/20’s 129, to 128 in 2018/19 and 113 in 2017/18.

Numbers are less than half when they are benchmarked against the 222 players in our big year of 2008/09.

Of our 105 players this season, 29 were debutants – 16 fewer than 2021/22, and 28 fewer than the season before.

Sixteen players who were still eligible for juniors played senior cricket for the club, five more than last season. This probably reflects the fact that we again
had Under 16s.

This year, just nine of our senior players had graduated through the juniors in past seasons, compared with 23 last season and 24 in 2020/21.

Our six senior men’s and women’s teams took to the field in a combined total of 78 games over the summer season, including finals but factoring out

walkovers and washouts. The horrible start to the season with the weather was a major factor in the reduction in games, as were the forfeits given and

received by the Sixths.

By contrast eight senior teams in 2021/22 combined for a total of 96 games, while there were 111 games the season before that (nine senior teams).

We have been successful over the years in recruiting mums and dads of juniors to pull on the whites for Moonee Valley, and in 2022/23 had 11 parents of

juniors, or of players who came through juniors, play for us – the same number as the season before. That was one more than the previous season. It

compares with 10 in 2020/21, 12 in 2019/20, 10 in 2018/19, 12 in 2017/18, 11 in 2016/17, 16 in 2015/16, 18 in 2014/15, 26 parents in 2013/14, 19 in

2012/13 and 23 who played in 2011/12.

But on top of that we had two grandfathers of Moonee Valley juniors take to the field – Keith James and Pat Taylor.

Our Pakistan connection
Past Moonee Valley Club Champion Ihtisham Uddin made a belated return to Australia, joining fellow Pakistani first class cricketers Wasim Abbas and
Salman Afridi for the second half of our season.

When he was last in Australia, Ishti was the runaway winner in Moonee Valley’s Club Champion award for 2012/13, his third and final season with the
Valley – for best player in the First Eleven. He also took out the First Eleven batting and bowling awards for good measure.

He was instrumental in getting Salman and Wasim to Moonee Valley this season, and was keen to join them.
