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Our Season in Review - Season 2012/13

The pressure was again on Moonee Valley in 2012/13 in terms of maintaining our positien in the Victorian Turf Cricket Association.

Qur North A grade had been reorganised in the off-season and expanded from 10 to 12 teams, but it was still sudden-death for the
First Eleven teams which finished in the bottom four - relegation loomed. Unlike 2011/12 when we fought off the spectre of relegation
after Christmas and pushed into the finals, our Firsts couldn't rally and we finished ninth - in the drop zone.

Moonee Valley had drama and disappointment in the pre-season in terms of our relationship with the VTCA.

We had reluctantly agreed in 2011/12 to play our Thirds and Fifths in the same Sunday two-day grade to help out the YTCA and
ensure that the grade was viable, but at the request of our players asked that we be fixtured in separate grades this year to maintain
the integrity of our selection processes.

We asked to play Sunday home games in the Saturday two-day grades, as had been the structure in the old Moreland Moonee Valley
Cricket Association and as we had requested in 2011/12 in the VTCA. And we wanted our teams in two separate grades. No such
luck!

There is a misconception among some of our members and players that we requested to be in the Sunday one-day competition, and
for our two teams to be in the same grade. No way!

This was the exact oppesite to what Moonee Valley had requested - two-day cricket in separate grades.

Our Committee is still angry and disillusioned about what happened. The VTCA phoned President Charlie Walker — away on holiday in
Queensland at the time — to advise that our teams were both in the Sunday one-day comp, and giving a 24-hour ultimatum to either
accept it or there would be no place for our teams.

We made immediate phone calls to the Mercantite Cricket Association to see if they could accommodate our Thirds and Fifths — but
could not get a response at such short notice. We therefore had no option but to accept the ultimatum and play our non-preferred one-
day cricket. '

But if there was any upside to the issue, it was the VTCA rule which aIIoWed up to three players who had already played a Saturday

game to double-up and have a second match on the Sunday. This suited a number of our players who live and breathe cricket, and we
had no shortage of Moonee Valley men who put their hand up for a second hit.

The weather and the season
The vagaries of the weather didn’t do us any favors - or at least our turf teams.

Our problem this year wasn't so much rain, but wet wicket tables and wet surrounds. We got our wickets covered cn most occasions, but any water getting under
the covers caused major problems.

Our curator, lan "Spider’ Beel had great frustrations with his wicket this season, and try as he would, he couldn't get a good grass cover. He relaid Santa Ana
couch across the batting boxes at each end of the table, but the middle sections of the wicket obstinately stayed sparse.

With any water under the wicket, the bare patches turned to quagmires. And while the prepared wicket may have been okay for play, we lost a number of days
due to the muddy surrounds.

We qot a delayed start to the turf season with the Council doing some line-planting in the outfield to try and promote grass growth. We lost three weeks, and the
experiment didn’t work. The ground needed te be flatiened with a roller bafore our first home game as it resembled a ploughed paddock. To cap it off, due to
communication problems Spider had only half 2 week to prepare the wicket for our first home game - and the Seconds copped a half-cooked pitch which created
anightmare.,

The Council's track record in trying to fix a leaking sprinkler head wasn't terrific either - four weeks on the job, and our patience was wearing extremely thin after

we lost half a day's play to a sodden patch, and almost lost another day's play until the umpire relented and we put down a rubber mat. Eventually they got it right
— but if took until after Christmas for the Council to get its watering regime right for the outfield, and by then we were playing on a ground that resembled a dssert
in parts. We have been assured we will have a betler surface for next season. :

Xavier acquitted himself well, making O not out and taking a smart catch. Fittingly, he's coached in the Under 14s by Club legend Darren
Nagle.

We finished the season with 1011 players on our all-time list, and we expect it will take fewer than 41 years to bring up our second
thousand.

Of the 1011, 173 have played juniors at Moonee Valley, so on those figures we're tracking at 17.1 per cent of all Moonee Valley players
have come through the juniors. Given that our Club was formed in 1971 and juniors didn't start until 1995, if's a telling statistic.

In our fime we've had a total of 534 youngsters play junior cricket at Moonee Valley. Allowing for the 173 who have gone on to play senior
cricket, that's 1432 players who have pulled on the Moonee Valley cap throughout the course of our history.

The Finals

Three of our eight senior teams made finals — the Fourths, the Sevenths and the Eighths. The Seconds, Thirds and Fifths were still in the
mix with a couple of rounds to go, but couldn’t bridge the gap.

In a
heartbreaking result, we lost by one run after the last ball of the day was snicked over gully to the boundary. Our two Under 12 teams
played finals alsc. '

The finals weren't a happy hunting ground for Moonee Valley in 2012/13.

The Eighths came agonisingly close to winning through the first week, thanks to a magnificent unbeaten 86 from young Under 16s gun
Matthew Esmare, who spent fime playing Premier cricket with Carlton during the season.

The Mighty Fighting Fourths ventured to Craigieburn but fell short in the Semi Final run chase, while Danny Terzini's Sevenths found the
match with St Albans a bridge foo far in the same weekend.

Our Grades

We used 21 players in the First Eleven — compared with 24 in 2011/12, 18 in 2010/11 and 16 in 2009/10. We played 10 games for the
season, after the Aberfeldie pitch was mysteriously unprepared and unplayable for both Saturdays of our two-day game.

it was too late in proceedings to get the NWMCA to fix up its error — and as a result the Sixths team played out of its depth for most
of the year.

Ironically, the only points it got were from a walkover from Haig Fawkner — resulting from a fixture stuff-up.
Player number analysis

In 2012/13, 147 players took to the field in a Moonee Valley senior team. This is down on the 148 players who played for the Club
in 2011/12, the 176 players in 2010111, the 206 players in 2009/10 and the 222 players in our big year of 2008/09.

Of our 147 players this season, 38 played their first senior game for Moonee Valley. All up, 18 players who were still in juniors
played senior cricket for the Club, while a further 23 of our players had graduated through the juniors in past seasons.

The 18 juniors played a combined 59 games over the course of the season, for an average of 3.3 games each. This demonstrates
that we're not putting too much pressure on our young players to fill senior spots.

Our teams took to the field in a combined total of 93 matches over the season, after factoring out walkovers, byes and washouts.
it's the same number of games we played in 2011/12.

We have been successful over the years in recruifing mums and dads of juniors to pull on the whites for Moonee Valley, and in
2012/13 we had 19 parents of juniors, or of players who came through juniors, played for us. That was down on the 23 parents
who played in 2011112,

QOur 38 first-ime players this season was up on the 32 debutants in 2011/12. It's also up on the 31 first-timers in 2010/11, but still
down on the 53 new players in 2009/10 and 41 in 2008/09.

The VTCA points system

Moonee Valley supported the introduction of the player points system for First Elevens in the VTCA when it was introduced for the
200910 season.

We saw it as a transparent way of addressing the reality that clubs were secretly playing players in defiance of the rule which only
allowed two paid players.

Under the points system, clubs could pay all their players and pay as much as they could afford, But the reality was that a piayer's
rank and points allocation dictated who could take the field each round. Clubs might be able to buy any number of high-priced, high:
ranked players, but couldn't stack their team and play them all together.

With the sliding scale points reduction each season, clubs like Mocnee Valley coutd benefit from player loyalty and the development of juniors. The
points cap in the first season was 58.

It was dropped fo 49 in 2010/11, 44 in 2011/12, and 44 for 2012113,

Moonee Valley has been concerned about aspects of the points cap and voiced them to the VTCA. Our submission has been that the cap needed
o be high encugh to enable clubs to selectively recruit players from Premier or overseas ranks, but ot so high that it could become open slather.

Unfortunately, our prediclions have come true. Firstly, when the points cap is too low, we predicted the richer clubs in the higher grades would not
be able to fit in new Premier and overseas cricketers, and would instead poach players from VTCA clubs in lower grades.

That's happened to us. In the past couple of seasons we've lost players on zero, 1 and 2 points who've bean enticed to other clubs seeking low-
points players, and had to replace them with piayers on 4, 5 and 6 points - putling pressure on our cap.

A prime example of the resutting cap ceiling pressure is Muhammad Maaz — he had an a magnificent season in the seconds, taking plenty of
wickets. He played several games in the Firsts, but on occasions when we justified promotion he missed out, because we couldn't fit in his paints.
That's disappointing for a player who has done the hard work.

Our thanks go to club stalwart Nerm Wright from the Fourths and his brother Brendan for their work developing our Moonee Valley club app for
smartphones,

This service - provided free for our members and supporters — enables us to check a whole range of data and activities involving Moonee Valley.
We can get GPS directions to any of the grounds where our teams play — from the Under 10s right up to the Firsts - and fixtures, club messages
and a whole host of data. Brendan’s company CommunityToGo has been in discussion with Cricket Victoria and Cricket Australia about the app,
and has used Moonee Valley Cricket Club as an example of how well it works.

We will continue to hold on to Debney as a key Moonee Valley ground, as it's convenient to our Club and players, and
helps us maintain a presence in an area that has great potential as a youth recruiting target.

We were involved in strategy meetings about future use of Debney Park, and are heartened that cricket continues to be
part of the future there.

The Moonee Valley Council and user groups were vexing themseltves with how to fit in an extra soccer ground at the
northern end of the park. Our cricket club offered them a ready solution: Rip up the existing cricket hard wicket, which is in
need of repair, and relocate it 20 metres south of its current spot. That would change the boundaries of our ground, give
enough room for the extra soccer ground and still not cause, us any inconvenience. We're good corporate Gitizens.

Ormond Park soccer plan

The release of the Moonee Valley Council's soccer future directions plan in mid-2012 caused a bit of action. One of its
recommendations was that Ormond Park would be better served by catering for one winter sport, rather than the current
joint use by football and soccer.

The football club swung into action fo fight against any prospect of being relocated, but in reality there was little chance of a
forced move being even remotely considered.
